EFA Annual General Meeting

EFA hopes for a tremendous turnout of registered egg farmers, value chain partners and
industry stakeholders, as we host our 51st Annual General Meeting (AGM) on Tuesday,
February 25th.

The AGM will be held at the Cambridge Red Deer Hotel & Conference Centre. Following a
review of EFA's Annual Report, elections will be held for two positions on the EFA Board of
Directors. Joe Kleinsasser has completed his third consecutive 3-year term and must stand
down. John Hofer has completed his second 3-year term and will likely need to stand down,
unless EFA’s Plan Regulation is amended before February. As a reminder, all nominations
must be received at the EFA office by February 11th, 2020.

WCRL Avian Collection & Recycling Services — Effective January 1, 2020

As previously communicated, effective January 1, 2020 WCRL will no longer provide avian
euthanasia services. However, WCRL continues to offer pick up and recycling services. As a
result, WCRL has lowered the charge for avian disposal from $0.20 per bird to $0.15 per bird
and the pickup minimum from $2,000 to $1,500.

The minimum charge was introduced in 2009 due to the significant distances traveled to
some smaller producers. WCRL has communicated that they will work with producers to
schedule services, where possible, so that multiple producers are serviced during a trip to
try to negate the minimum charge being applied to smaller producers.

Opportunity for Young Leaders

The Canadian Agriculture Youth Council is currently seeking applicants for their new
program. The council will offer advice on agriculture and agri-food issues that matter to
young people in the sector. The council will work with Minister Bibeau representing
Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada and other groups.

You must be between 18-30 years of age on January 1, 2020, have background in the
farming and/or food industry and experience in addressing food-related opportunities and
challenges is considered an asset.

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Whole Barn Gassing List #

Back in August 2019, Egg Farmers of Alberta encouraged producers to contact the office if
they were interested in sharing gas delivery costs for whole barn gassing. Egg Farmers of
Alberta since started to develop a list of interested producers and would like to continue to

Remember that only enlisted registered egg producers can request information from the list.
Owing to the sensitivity of the information, the list will not be posted, distributed, or circulat-
ed in its entirety via any means but will be used as a tool for staff to answer questions about
whether other farms in the area are using whole barn gassing in the same time frame and to
allow for release of contact information. Farmers seeking information about others who may
be in the area depopulating at the same time frame are encouraged to call Carley at the
office.

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Farm Safety @

At the January regional meetings, there were questions as to who may be subject to an
inspection or investigation. Bill 26 does not touch the changes made by Bill 6 to the
Occupational Health and Safety (OH&S) Act. Bill 6 extended basic health and safety
protections to paid, non-family farm and ranch workers as of January 1, 2016. If you do not
have any paid workers you are exempt from the Act and investigations. If you have one or
more paid workers, you are under the Act and OH&S officers are authorized to inspect farm
and ranch workplaces to ensure that work is not being carried out in a manner that is safe
and serious injuries and accidents on farm and ranch work sites must be reported and
investigated.

Keep in mind that if you hire a contractor or conduct non-farm work (ex. construction,
manufacturing, etc.) the Act applies.

Pharmaceutical Categories and Record Keeping

At the January regional meetings, there were questions related to what needs to be record-
ed in the pharmaceutical use record section of the SC-SC calendars. The Pharmaceutical
record should include all antibiotics, vaccines, dewormers and any products with a D.I.N
(including vitamins and electrolytes) administered to laying hens between 19 weeks of age
and the end of lay.

Health Canada has categorized antimicrobial drugs (with a focus on antibiotics) into four
categories based on their significance in human medicine. Medically Important
Antimicrobials (MIAs) include antibiotics used in human medicine to treat and prevent
illnesses. These are categories I-Ill. Category IV antibiotics are not currently used in human
medicine and therefore are not currently considered medically important. As a reminder, as
of December 1, 2018, all MIA’'s require a prescription from a veterinarian prior to purchasing.
Regardless of category, they should ALL be recorded on your pharmaceutical use record.

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SOP Correction &

In order to support farmers in meeting upcoming Animal Care Program requirements to have
a vet approved Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for euthanasia, EFA has provided
SOPs for MAC Carts, Whole Barn Gassing, and Sea Container Gassing developed by Dr.
Mike Petrik.

Unfortunately, there was an error in the original MAC Cart SOP. It stated:

e 0.1 lbs of CO2 on hand per bird to be euthanized (1 x 100 Ib bottle for each 10,000 birds)
This should have been:

e 0.1 lbs of CO2 on hand per bird to be euthanized (1 x 100 Ib bottle for each 1,000 birds)

The SOP posted to the producer website has been revised to reflect this correction. If you
have an old copy on hand, please replace it with the new version.

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Updates to the Producer Website
Manure Dryer Fact Sheets:

Corrective Action Plan Template:

In both the Animal Care Program and Start-Clean, Stay-Clean On-Farm Programs there are
instances where producers may be required to fill out a Corrective Action Plan (CAP) in order
to close a Corrective Action Request (CAR). This occurs when a CAR needs to be closed in
order to avoid a program failure, but cannot physically be completed until a flock change. In
these scenarios, the producer will fill out the CAP template and submit to Dave Lastiwka at
Egg Farmers of Alberta (dave.lastiwvka@eggs.ab.ca). The CAP will be verified by Egg
Farmers of Canada at the next on-farm program audit to ensure compliance.
